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summery

Tourism, with its forward and backward links and
interconnectedness across many economic sectors, has the potential to
strengthen supply chains, contributing to poverty eradication, advancing
education and training systems, empowering women economically and
providing them with income, and creating jobs for youth and people of
determination in society. Tourism also has the potential to conserve natural
resources, stimulate cultural interaction and peace, and foster diverse
partnerships. The strong relationship between tourism and national security
is embodied in its role in providing a safe environment to attract
investment and address numerous issues related to poverty,
unemployment, and social inequality. Through our review of this study,
which addressed the effects of tourism security on increasing tourism
revenues, we find that tourism is a necessity in today's world, given its
significant role and contribution as a major resource for many countries. It
plays a significant role in economic development by contributing to the
development and growth of other economic sectors. Despite the
availability of natural tourism and historical resources in these countries,
and the basic infrastructure and human resources they provide, these
elements, which constitute requirements for tourism, are not sufficient to
advance the tourism sector without the presence of security and stability,
as tourism only grows in a safe environment. Therefore, all parties
concerned with tourism, including the private sector, must work to develop
strategies and adopt initiatives that will harness the Egyptian tourism
sector to maintain Egyptian national security in a sustainable manner.
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
